Admission requirements 
Requirement for admission is preferably an undergraduate degree or equivalent qualification. 
Applicants with a grade 12 school leaving certificate are also eligible for admission to executive short 
courses with appropriate leadership and management experience.  
 

Distance Learning Delivery  
In the distance learning delivery approach, the course is presented via the My Notes Student Portal 
of Hugenote Kollege in a programme that will require guided self-study from participants. The time 
required for this self-study delivery will be ±40 hours and requires an in-depth engagement with all 
of the material supplied. The self-study on My Notes will be linked to three weekly four-hour Zoom-
based teaching sessions. Attendance is compulsary. 
 

The prescribed compulsory assessments will require self-study and uploading of the assignments 
onto My Notes to be graded.  The duration of the course adds up to ±35 days and is delivered in the 
manner set out above and below.

• Impact assessment individual leadership journey exercise (15%) 
• Class group presentation (5%). 
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The standard cost per course is R 3 900 per person.
